Karen Tang, who graduated from the Slade in 2004, has taken as her inspiration Durer's The Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse. Referencing the historical traditions of St James - its gentlemen's clubs and centuries of merchant activity - Tang has created a 'dollar green', 3D steel version of Durer's famous woodcut, which subverts the hell of Durer's scene by camouflaging it with ornate Baroque filigree.

Tang's sculpture will be in situ until 14 July.
